o If a CAPF soldier or veteran expires due to an accident, electric shock,
snake bite, or similar causes, his family members must immediately
report the incident to the bank authorities where the CAPSP account or
pension account is maintained.
2. Documentation
o Afterthe death certificate and other required documents are received, the
Nominee / Next of Kin (NOK) can apply for PAI claim.

3. Time Limit
o The PAl claim application must be submitted within 90 days from the date of

death.

If a pensioner dies accidentally, then for claiming PAI (Personal Accident
Insurance): ¢ The Nominee / Next of Kin (NOK) should apply through the pension-
disbursing bank. The forms related to this claim can be obtained from the pension-
disbursing bank or the nearest association office.
